Åno large numbers on Eglin until free-range 

domestic stock left uncaptured in 1960 

Åhigh reproductive success 

Å>500,000 hogs in FL 

Årequire wet conditions for wallowing 

Åroot belowground to forage for food

Årooting:  

Ȥerosion 

Ȥdisrupts continuity of ground cover 

Ȥchanges species composition 

Ȥsets back succession 

Ȥ facilitates exotic plants 

Ȥalters plant population structure  

Åferal hogs serious threat to rare  

plant communities
