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Background to Research Questions 

Vegetation is an important component of wetland 
systems for water quality improvement 

 

Benefits of plants in nutrient uptake are often 
under-rated because at high HLR the % removal is 
relatively small especially for phosphorus 

 

Media can enhance phosphorus adsorption in 
subsurface flow wetlands for wastewater and in 
bioretention systems for stormwater 

 

Carbon sequestration is an increasingly important
