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Draft Purpose Statement

The purpose of the Missouri River Ecosystem Restoration Plan (MRERP) is to
determine actions required to:

* Mitigate losses of aquatic and terrestrial habitat,
* Recover federally listed species under the Endangered Species Act, and

* Restore the ecosystem to prevent further decline among other native
species

This purpose is intended to be broad enough to allow consideration of all
reasonable alternatives required by the study authorization. The alternatives
should be judged in part by their ability to be accomplished in harmony with the
congressionally authorized purposes of the mainstem of the Missouri River,
other relevant authorized purposes, cultural resource values, and social
economic needs for current and future generations by engaging the public and
in consultation with Tribes, states, other federal agencies, and the Missouri
River Recovery Implementation Committee (MRRIC).
