Types of Permits
Mationwide Permit

Mationwide permitz autherize a category of activitiez throughout the United Statez, Puerto Rico, and the U.S. Virgin
lzland=, and are valid for an individual project cnly if the conditiong of the appropriate permit type are met. After a
review of the project, the Corps izzues a verification letter purzuant to the applicable Nationwide Permit(z).

An integral part of the Corpg’ regulatory program ig the concept of nationwide permitz for miner activities.
Maticnwide permite (NVWP=z) are activity specific, and are designed to relieve some of the administrative burdens
azzociated with permit proceszing for both the applicant and the Federal government. Seme activities authorized by
NVVP= require pre-construction notification to the Diztrict Enginesr before commencing with the work. Thiz
notification reguirement to the Diztrict Engineer iz neceszary to engure that activitiez autherized by theze NVWPs
have minimal individual and cumulative adverse impacts on the aguatic environment. Anvons not complying with the
termz and conditionz of a NVWP may =till receive authorization via a "standard permit”, but the application must be
individualty evaluated and coordinated with third parties, including the federal and state rezource agencies. Review
of an applicaticn for a "standard permit” takes additional time to complete, az conflict rezolution may be required.

In additicn to the NWP general conditiong, Divizion Engineers are authorized to add regional conditionz specific to the
needs and/or requirementz of a particular regicn or State. Regional conditions are an important mechanizsm to
enzure that impacts to the aguatic environment autherized by the NVWP= are minimal, both individualty and
cumulatively.

MNWWP= can only be autherized for a five-year period, at which time they must be re-evaluated for their impactz on

This NWP may authorize utility lines
in or affecting navigable waters of the
United States even if there is no
associated discharge of dredged or fill
material (See 33 CFR part 322).
Overhead utility lines constructed over
section 10 waters and utility lines that
are routed in or under section 10 waters
without a discharge of dredged or fill
material require a section 10 permit.

This also authorizes temporary
structures, fills, and work necessary to
conduct the utility line activity.
Appropriate measures must be taken to
maintain normal downstream flows and
minimize flooding to the maximum
extent practicable, when temporary
structures, work, and discharges,
including cofferdams, are necessary for
construction activities, access fills, or
dewatering of construction sites.
Temporary fills must consist of
materials, and be placed in a manner,
that will not be eroded by expected high
flows. Temporary fills must be removed
in their entirety and the affected areas
returned to pre-construction elevations.
The areas affected by temporary fills
must be revegetated, as appropriate.

Notification: The permittee must

be removed upon cnmpletmn of the work,
accordance with the requirements for
temporary fills.

Note 3: Pipes or pipelines used to transport
gaseous, liquid, liquescent, or slurry
substances over navigable waters of the
United States are considered to be bridges,
not utility lines, and may require a permit
from the U.S. Coast Guard pursuant to
Section 9 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of
1899. However, any discharges of dredged or
fill material into waters of the United States
associated with such pipelines will require a
section 404 permit (see NWP 15).

13. Bank Stabilization. Bank
stabilization activities necessary for
erosion prevention, provided the
activity meets all of the following
criteria:

(a) No material is placed in excess of
the minimum needed for erosion
protection;

(b) The activity is no more than 500
feet in length along the bank, unless this
criterion is waived in writing by the
district engineer;

(c) The activity will not exceed an
average of one cubic yard per running
foot placed along the bank below the
plane of the ordinarv high water mark

Wetlandz are currenthy defined by the U.S. Army Corpz of Enginesrs az "thoze areas that are inundated or zaturated
bv =urface or ground water at a frequency and duration 2ufficient to upport, and that under normal circumztances do
zupport, a prevalence of vegetation typicaly adapted to life in =aturated =soil conditionz". Mot all wetlandz fall within the
Corps’ regulatory jurizdiction. Information regarding how the Corps evaluates whether or not a wetland is requlated iz

available from the CVWA Guidance page.

The follewing POF documentz provide more infermation about requesting a wetland delinsation, applicant infoermation
required for a wetland delingation, and memorializing the wetland delineation by 2urvey. The amount and tvpe of
information requested by each individual Corps field office may vary 2omewhat from that pregented here. Pleaze check
with the fizld office nearest vour project location to werify their respective needs.
