Kephmone Louisiana's 2012 Coastal Master Plan is a landmark 50-year, $50 billion blueprint for a
revived coast and secure future. This plan, drafted by the Coastal Protection and
Restoration Authority (CPRA), was released in draft form in January 2012 and passed
unanimously by the Louisiana legislature in April 2012. The 2012 Coastal Master Plan
builds off previous plans but is the most comprehensive attempt yet at putting forth
solutions to coastal Louisiana’s myriad environmental and engineering challenges.
