Refinements to Resilient Florida programs (HB 1557)

» Deepens interdependence, coordination, and consultation on
standards, scenarios, and analysis between DEP/CSO, CRO, & Flood

Hub

» Encourages the development of a bona fide, evolving statewide
strategy for facilitating local resilience and adaptation efforts rather
than simply funding a collection projects from around the state year
to year
