Cortez Fishing Village is one of the last of it’s kind in 

Florida. Located an hour south of Tampa on Sarasota 

Bay, this small, timeless community truly embraces 

its maritime heritage and the need to protect and 

enhance native habitat. Because of its strong linkage 

of Community/Place/Occupation, the residents of the 

historic Cortez Fishing Village have long memories and 

a world view that is ecologically centered on the water 

that surrounds them. Despite the lack of restoration 

funding available, the fishermen (and women) hosts the 

Cortez Seafood Festival to raise funds and successfully 

leverage their monies to obtain grants for large scale 

habitat restoration.

Despite the lack of restoration funding available, F.I.S.H. 

has successfully leveraged their fundraising dollars to 

develop an overall large scale habitat restoration plan 

and acquire federal, state, and local grants to enhance 

the Preserve habitat in phases. ESA provided the 

design, permitting, and construction oversight for this 

large-scale habitat restoration project.
